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 Ask a person on the street and they will tell 
you that one of the distinguishing characteristics of 
Christians is what we do with Sundays. We call it 
“the Lord’s Day,” in recognition of the                   
life-transforming reality of Jesus’ resurrection, and 
rather than sleeping in, we get up and gather with 
other Christians for worship services. We sing 
hymns and songs, pray and confess, read God’s 
Word and hear it preached. Christians go to      
worship services.  
 But attendance and even participation in 
worship services is not the ultimate goal. As       
disciples, we are called to become more like      
Jesus. Yes, Jesus regularly attended worship. But 
even more, Jesus was a worshipper. He spoke of 
living to glorify God and reminded us that a bottom 
line of life is to “love the Lord your  God with all 
your heart, soul, mind, and strength” (Matt. 22:37). 

 So, there’s a difference between being a  
worship attender and growing as a worshipper. A 
disciple who is a worshipper is engaging fully—with 
affections, emotions, and thinking—in our worship 
gatherings. Beyond that, a disciple who is a        
worshipper is increasingly aware of living all of life—
at home, work, and school, in the ordinary stuff of 
life—for God’s glory. 
 Begin thinking of all of life as worship. 
“Whatever you do, in word or deed, do all to the 
glory of God” (I Cor.
